Here 
in the UK the average club charges 
somewhere between £3 - £5 to see a 
live band play.  You can't rent a video 
for this price and if you're lucky that 
will last an hour and half, in a country 
club you get 4- 5 hours entertainment 
a chance to meet new friends, renew 
old acquaintances and  an atmosphere 
that is second to none, and a chance 
to see some great talents.  

 Despite all this lots of clubs are 
struggling.  What can we do about it, 
we could try attending more often, 
we realise that it is nice to drop in and 
out of your local club when it suits, 
but if you're not careful the next time 
you drop in, the club may have been 
forced to drop out.  Most clubs are run 
by people who do it for love, (they 
can't possibly be doing it for the money, 
the figures just don't add up.)  They go 
to extraordinary lengths just to 
provide you with the entertainment 
you deserve, so why not give them 
what they deserve your presence in 
the club.  You know it is appreciated.

The Navajo and Apache Wars 

 One of the longest wars in US History took place over 25 years in the South 
Western United States.  The combatants were, on one side the Navajo and Apache 
tribes of Native Americans. On the other the Federal Government of the United 
States.

 How did the war come about, like most wars it started with the notion that 
someone had something that the other side had to have.  In this case this was 
minerals, water. And land.  It must have seemed like an easy prospect at first, the 
Navajo were known to be a peace loving nation, only some of the Apache's were 
known to be fighters.

 The name Navajo which devolves from Tewa Navahu, referring to a large area 
of cultivated land and applied to a former Tewa pueblo, and by extension to the 
Navajo, known by the Spaniards as “Apaches de Navajo,”  this to distinguish them 
from other Apache bands. 

 The Apache farmer-raider Indians of the North 
American Southwest who, leapt to fame and in some 
cases notoriety under leaders such as Cochise, Mangas 
Coloradas, Geronimo,  and Victorio, during this war.   Their 
domain extended over what is now east central and 
southeastern Arizona, southeastern Colorado, 
southwestern and eastern New Mexico, western Texas, 
and, in Mexico, northern Chihuahua and Sonora states.  

The Apache are divided into Eastern Apache, which include the Mescalero, Jicarilla, 
Chiricahua, Lipan, and Kiowa Apache, and  Western Apache,  which include the 
Cibecue, Mimbreño, Coyotero, and Northern and Southern Tonto or Mogollon 
Apache.  
 
 The ancestors of the Apache (and the Navajo) it would seem were from the 
far north, for the Apachean languages are distantly related to other Athabascan 
languages spoken in Canada.  The Apaches are not believed to have reached the 
Southwest until AD 1000 or later. Some Apachean peoples are known to have been 
in the Southwest prior to the 15th century, but as late as 1700 Plains Apache farmers 
were still living along the Dismal River in Kansas.  It is believed the Apache were 
forced south and west by the Comanche and Ute Tribes. 

 The Apache depended partly on hunting, gathering wild plant foods, and

partly farming, they were also quite adapt at raiding; but the proportion of each 
varied greatly from tribe to tribe.  The Chiricahua were perhaps the most nomadic 
and aggressive of the Apache west of the Rio Grande, raiding into northern Mexico, 
Arizona, and New Mexico from their strongholds in the Dragoon Mountains. The 
Western Apache appear to have been more settled than their Eastern relatives, with 
considerably more emphasis on farming. 

 Although history teaches us that the Apache wars were among the fiercest 
fought on the frontier, the Apache had attempted to be friends of the Spanish, the 
Mexicans, and, later, the Americans.  In 1858 a meeting between Americans and 
Chiricahua Apache took place at Apache Pass in the Dragoon Mountains, resulting in 
a peace that lasted until 1861, when Cochise went on the warpath. This marked  
the beginning of the Apache and Navajo wars,  between U.S. military forces and the 
Indians of the Southwest.  (It should be remembered that history belongs to the victor, 
in this case the US government.  The Spanish had managed to live quite peacefully with 
both the Navajo and Apache for over 250 years before the US got involved.)

 The history of this region is one long list of promises made and promises 
broken mainly by the US Government.  This region which was rich in water and 
mineral resources was never going to be allowed to stay undeveloped.  Constantly 
being pushed and betrayed it was no wonder the indians felt they had nothing to 
lose by going to war.

 Mexico ceded Southwest Texas, Arizona, New 
Mexico, Utah, Nevada and California to the US.   Shortly 
afterwards  in 1850 the US built Fort Defiance,  occupying  
the site of the Navajo’s land and water resources this 
forced the Navajo’s to beg for what was initially theirs.  
This was the start of the Navajo/Apache Wars.  By 1862  
US soldiers were ordered to shoot any Apache or Navajo 
man on sight,  the women and children were to be taken 
to Bosque Redondo a reservation in Eastern New Mexico.  

 During the american Civil War many soldiers came 
to the Southwest, including General James Carleton,  
who decided that removal of the indians to reservations 
would open up the Rio Grande Valley for settlement and 
mining.  Carleton enlisted the one-time friend of the Navajos, Kit Carson, to help 
move them from their homelands.  

 Carson succeeded in his task by burning the Navajos’ farms, he stole their

livestock, and finally destroyed the villages in their last 
stronghold, Canyon de Chelly.  Facing winter without food or 
shelter to sustain them, over 3,000 Navajos surrendered and 
made what is now known as  “the long walk of the Navajos”  
to the reservation at Fort Sumner.   This 300 mile forced 
march took place during a notorious winter the tribes had to 
endure severe blizzards throughout the march.   Soldiers had 
orders to shoot anyone who walked too slow, including 
women who gave birth on the trail.  Many Indians froze to 
death on the walk, and others starved.  Once at Bosque 
Redondo, many more died from lack of water and food. 

 A few bands of Navajos held out,  living in the 
mountains.  But one by one, these bands and their leaders  

Barboncito,  Armijo, and finally Manuelito were captured or surrendered and taken to 
the reservation. 

The words of General James Carleton 

 “There is to be no council held with the Indians, nor any talks. The men are to be 
slain whenever and wherever they can be found. The women and children may be taken 
prisoners… I trust that these…demonstrations will give those Indians a wholesome 
lesson.” 
General James H. Carleton, United States Army 

 Before his campaign against the Navajos, Carleton began forcing the various 
bands of Apaches onto the reservation at Fort Sumner.  Apache leaders like Mangas 
Colorado and Cochise, of the Chiricahua band, and Victorio of the Mescalero band, led 
raids to drive European Americans from their land and resisted the military’s attempts, 
by force and persuasion, to relocate their people to a reservation. 

 In 1868  Sherman tried to move the Navajo to Kansas and Oklahoma, however 
the Navajo leader Barboncito fought to return his people to their rightful lands and 
eventually Sherman relented and the Treaty of Bosque Redondo was signed.  This 
treaty returned one tenth of the Navajo land to them,  unfortunately once more the 
US government wasn’t really being generous the land was unsuitable for grazing and 
had very little water.  For this the Navajo promised never to conduct war against the 
US again, They gave up their rights to bear arms (no other US citizen would dream of 
doing this.) and finally they were forbidden from sending their children to white 
schools. (This government condition seems strange after fighting a war to abolish slavery, 
and to ascertain man’s right to be equal under the law.)  In exchange the US government

agreed to give the Navajo two sheep per family and enough food to see them 
through their first winter.  They never saw the sheep or the food and a lot of them 
didn’t survive the first winter.

 “I hope to God you will not ask me to go to any other country except my own.” 
Barboncito, Navajo 

 “After the Bosque Redondo we returned to the Bonito and camped upstream 
from the fort. The Soldiers did not want us to live there. They did not want us to live 
anywhere. They had sent  us to Fort Sumner to die, and they could not leave us alone in 
our own land.  They killed many,  mostly women and children.  So again our people 
slipped away in the night.  It was late in the fall and very cold.  We left fires burning and 
took everything we could carry and went silently into the forest.  When we camped, we 
scattered so that when the cavalry followed some might escape.  We could not risk fires, 
so we ate what cold food we had and huddled for warmth. One 
old woman who had a blanket took several orphaned children 
and covered them with it.  She had only a very little food, but gave 
each a mouthful;  there was none left  for her.  She got them to 
sleep and hovered over them as best she could. When the men 
came at dawn, the children were safe, but she was dead.” 
Big Mouth, Mescalero 

 By the 1860’s and 70’s the war had got so bitter that 
open season was declared on Apaches both Soldiers and 
civilians, pursued them.   After twenty years of guerrilla warfare, 
Cochise realising he was in a war he could never win, decided  
to make peace,  he agreed to relocate to a reservation in the 
Chiricahua Mountains.   Not  long afterward, Cochise died.   The 
U.S. Government taking advantage of Cochise’s death came to move the Chiricahuas 
to the San Carlos reservation, half of them complied. The other half, led by Geronimo, 
escaped to Mexico. 

 Spring of 1877, the U.S. Captured Geronimo and brought him to the San 
Carlos reservation. He stayed there until September 1881, when troops began 
gathering around the reservation.  This caused Geronimo to fear that he would be 
imprisoned for his past deeds. He fled to Mexico, taking 700 Apaches with him. In 
April  of the following year, Geronimo returned to San Carlos with horses and guns  
and  liberated the rest of the Apaches, leading many of them back to Mexico. 

 By the early spring of 1883, General George Crook was put in charge of the 
Arizona and New Mexico reservations.  With 200 Apaches,  he entered Mexico, found

Geronimo’s camp, and persuaded him and his people to return to the San Carlos 
reservation. 

 Crook instituted several reforms on the reservation, this didn’t go down too 
well with the local press feelings against the Apache were running high, and they 
heavily criticized him and painted Geronimo as a murdering savage.   On May 17, 1885, 
Geronimo, in fear of his life with demands for his death being printed in local papers 
once again escaped across the border into Mexico. 

 Once more, Crook found himself on the trail of Geronimo, but this time the 
negotiations fell through.  Crook who was reprimanded by the 
War Department for his failure in capturing Geronimo felt he 
had no option but to resign.  Crook was replaced by Brigadier 
General Nelson Miles.  Miles sent 5,000 soldiers, 500 Apache 
scouts, and thousands of civilian militia after Geronimo and his 
band of twenty-four warriors.  Geronimo was quickly found and 
persuaded to surrender.  Miles promised Geronimo that he and 
his warriors were to be held prisoner for two years then they 
would be allowed to live peacefully on the San Carlos 
Reservation. 

 The US president at the time Grover Cleveland wanted 
Geronimo hanged,  However General Miles shipped Geronimo and hundreds of other 
Apaches to Fort Marion, Florida, the climate killed quite a few, those that didn't die 
were then moved to Fort Sill, Oklahoma where lots more of the Apaches were to die.  
Most of the Apache children were taken to Carlisle School in Pennsylvania where fifty 
of them died.  

 Sadly having fought most of his life to be free Geronimo died in captivity in 
1909.  

 Despite extensive knowledge of the terrain and their adept use of swift 
horses, the Apaches were no match for the superior fire-power of the US Military.  
What shouldn't  be forgotten is that a simple peoples who wanted nothing more than 
to be left alone took on the might of the United States Army and fought them 
relentlessly for 25 years an incredible feat in any times.  However the story doesn't 
finish there.  In 1913 the remaining members of the apache tribes were given the 
option to take land in Oklahoma or to return to live in New Mexico on the Mescalero 
Reservation.

 Most of them chose the latter.

 STORY  BEHIND  THE  SONG
 Don Rich had originally played fiddle for Buck Owens, but he later took 
over as the lead guitar man for The Buckaroos.His guitar picking skills showcased that 
biting Fender Telecaster guitar sound that became the heart of The Buckaroos sound. 
And Don�s guitar skills were never showcased any better that they were on the band�s  
1965 number one single, �Buckaroo.� As was the case of most of the Buck Owens/
Buckaroo�s instrumental cuts��Buckaroo� was recorded at the end of a regular Owens 
recording session.
  At the end of this particular  session, record producer Ken Nelson told Buck 
that he had fifteen minutes time left if he wanted to get anything else on tape.During 
that recording session, their regular bass player Doyle Holly played rhythm guitar and 
Bob Morris had been brought in to play electric bass.Morris had written an 
instrumental that he had titled �Paris,� for lack of a better title.And he told Buck that 
he had a new song�an instrumental�that Buck might like. Morris played it for Buck, the 
tape machine was turned on and the song was recorded.Before the record was 
released, the song was retitled �Buckaroo.�Buckaroo� became one of the true classics 
of country music of the 1960�s.The record entered the country music charts October 
30th, 1965 and made it to the top of the charts, where it stuck for two weeks.  It was 
on the charts for 17 weeks.
 It became Buck Owens� 29th chart single.In the 80�s Emmylou Harris included 
the song in her concerts, picking it on electric guitar.

One 
will appear on Merle’s next album which will be co-produced by the “retired” Jim-
my Bowen and legendary TV theme producer Mike Post (of Rockford Files and Hill 
Street Blues fame). The album is expected to be a co-project on Hag’s own label as 
well as his old label Capitol Records.

 Following on from the arrest of Wynonna Judd for drink driving and the 
imprisonment of Carlene Carter for a number of offences, we now have news of 
another bad country girl.  Mindy McCready - who had a #1 hit with her 1996 single 
“Guys Do It All The Time” was arrested at her home in Nashville on one count of pre-
scription drug fraud, a class D felony.  McCready, 28, allegedly presented a fraudulent 
prescription for OxyContin, a potent painkiller often used as a heroin substitute, to a 
pharmacy in Brentwood. She was released on bail and is scheduled to appear for a 
preliminary hearing on August 23rd.

COUNTRY JAILBIRD NEWS!
 Glen Campbell called it “a captive audience” - and he wasn’t kidding. Campbell, 
nearing the end of his 10-day sentence for extreme drunk driving,gave a free 30-minute 
concert last week for about 1,000 inmates at MaricopaCounty’s outdoor jail.

 The Phoenix-based singer-guitarist performed several of his hits on amakeshift 
stage atop a flatbed truck with some hay bales as a countrifiedbackdrop.  Campbell, 68, was 
arrested in November near his posh Phoenix homeafter causing a minor traffic accident. He 
pleaded guilty in May to extreme DUI and leaving the scene of an accident, then began his 
jail term on July 1 with his final eight days set up as work-release. Campbell was allowed to 
leave the jail, where he had an indoor private cell during the day to handlebusiness affairs, 
returning overnight.

 Meanwhile Doug Supernaw remains in the Potter County Detention Centrepending 
trial on two misdemeanor charges. So far, he has spent more than amonth there. He is now 
waiting for a July 22nd jury trial rather than plead guilty to misdemeanor charges of 
possession of marijuana and criminal trespass. “The charges are ridiculous,” said Supernaw 
who says it is all an unfortunate mix-up.  However, Supernaw, 43, also faces three felony 
charges in Washington County: two bail jumping/failure to appear charges for missing court 
appearances and one charge of assault of a peace officer.
