The Pony Express

 It was on April 3 
1860 that the Pony 
Express made it’s 
first run.  In an age 
where communication 
is almost instant and 
with so many ways 
to communicate it 
seems incredible that 
the whole town of St 
Joseph gathered to 
watch a skinny kid on 

a pony head west with mail.  The problems that had to be overcome 
were immense.

 The gold rush in California had created a boom in travel but 
once there the only means of communication available was letter 
post that took a month to get back to the east coast.

 There was talk of an overland railway and even of the new 
fangled telegraph but this would all take time and something was 
needed to improve communications and it was needed now.

 Three enterprising men in William H Russell, William Bradford 
Waddell and Alexander Majors decided to start a Pony Express, the 
three men were business partners in the freighting business and 
held government contracts to deliver army supplies to the West, they 
thought they could also get the mail contract.

 They proposed a fast mail service between St Joseph and 
Sacramento California by means of a Pony Express with the 
promise to deliver letters in the unheard of 10 days, it was an expen-

sive way to deliver mail and the going rate was $5 per half ounce.

 It took two months to put together the 
pony express they had to assemble 156 relay 
stations, 120 riders, 400 horses and hundreds 
of employees.

 They place there now famous advert  
“Wanted, young skinny, wiry fellows not over 
eighteen, must be expert riders willing to risk 
death daily, orphans preferred. Wages $25 a 
week. Apply Central Overland Express.” 

 Controversy surrounds this advert has some historians be-
lieve it to be a fake, the famous painting of the first pony express 
rider departing was historically inaccurate, due to the mail train 
from Hannibal being late the first rider left in the middle of the night.  
Even more controversy surrounds who the first rider was while 
some say it was Johnny Fry other historians say it was Billie 
Richardson that rode the short distance from Pikes Peak Stables to 
Patee House.

 Each rider was presented with a bible and had to swear an 
oath: “While I am the employ of A. Majors, I agree not use profane 
language, not to get drunk, not to gamble, not to treat animals 
cruelly and not to do anything else that is incompatible with the 
conduct of a gentleman. And I agree, if I violate any of the above 
conditions, to accept my discharge without any pay for my services.”

 The pony express caught the world’s attention and in some 
ways still does however it was a financial disaster.  Russell, Majors 
and Waddell lost $500,000 on the Pony Express.

 It’s accomplishments shouldn’t be overlooked it was 
instrumental in holding California and it’s gold for the Union at the

start of the Civil War.  The mail was delivered in an average time of 
10 days although a record was set for the delivery of Lincoln’s 
inaugural address of just less than 8 days. The mail averaged 250 
miles a day. 

  In the nineteen months the Pony Express existed, only one 
rider was killed by hostile Indians, and only one bag of mail was 
lost. The riders had covered 650,000 miles by horseback. The Pony 
Express ran through parts of Missouri, Kansas, Nebraska, Colorado, 
Wyoming, Utah, Nevada, and California. On an average day, a rider 
covered 75 to 100 miles. 

 Riders changed horses at relay stations, set about 10 or 15 
miles apart, transferring himself and his mochila (a saddle cover 
with four pockets or cantinas for mail) to the new mount, all in one 
leap. 

 Riders were paid $100 per month. 

 One of the most famous Pony Express riders of 
all time was Buffalo Bill Cody, another was Bron-
cho Charlie.

Lee Roy Parnell

When you think of Texas Roots 
music one name stands out from 
the pack and that’s Lee Roy Par-
nell. 

With a blend of Abrasive Honky 
Tonk, Rock n roll, Blues, boogie, 
Western Swing Gospel and soul 
you have an artist that’s hard to 
pigeon hole and maybe that’s why 
Lee Roy Parnell had his incredible 
run of success in the 90’s country 
charts.

Born on 21 December 1956 in 
Abilene Texas he grew up on his parents ranch, that he became a 
singer and musician is no surprise when you realised his father had 
actually toured with the legendary Bob Wills in fact Lee Roy’s first 
public performance was on Wills radio show when he was only 6 
years old.

He had progressed to playing the drums in a local band as a 
teenager and he soon picked up the guitar eventually settling for 
slide playing. In his late teens he joined Kinky Friedman’s Texas 
Jewboys and moved to Austin in 1974. He was to spend the next 10 
years honing his skills playing in clubs in Austin, Houston and 
Dallas/Fort Worth. He was at the end of this period a skilled 
songwriter and guitarist.

Moving to Nashville in 1987 he very quickly landed a publishing 
contract and regular spot at the famous Bluebird Cafe.

1989 saw Lee Roy Parnell sign for Arista Records and within the

year he had released his self titled first album, which was a 
collection of horn driven country soul. Commercially it was no great 
shakes but his 1992 album Love Without Mercy which highlighted 
Lee Roy’s slide guitar abilities proved to be a great hit. With two 
tracks from the album hitting No 2 in the country charts these were 
What Kind of Fool Do You Think I Am, and Tender Moment, The Title 
track also made it into the top ten. 

His next album On the Road which 
was released in 1993 produced two 
more Top Tens in its title track and 
“I’m Holding My Own,” and surpris-
ingly the fantastic duet with Ronnie 
Dunn (of Brooks & Dunn) of Hank 
Williams’ “Take These Chains From 
My Heart” only made the Top 20. 

By 1995 Lee Roy was tailoring 
his records for Country Radio and 
his We All Get Lucky Sometimes 
featured duets with artist such as 
Trisha Yearwood, Mary Chapin 
Carpenter this album spawned two 
Top Five hits in “A Little Bit of You” 
and “Heart’s Desire.” 

Sadly 1997 saw Lee Roy make his last new album for Arista when 
his ‘Every Night’s a Saturday Night’ flopped. 

Fortunately for us Lee Roy turned up on the Vanguard label, his first 
album for them was in 2001 entitled Tell the Truth. 

This year sees him releasing a brand new album entitled Back to the 
Well. This album has been described as the man who found himself. 
It certainly seems to do that. Lee Roy does everything he does well 
and then some in this album with spine tingling electric slide guitar.

He has also found his way back to the country blues, southern rock 
n soul that started his march to fame and set him apart from his 
contemporaries. Lee Roy’s assessment of Back To the Well?  “Best 
record I ever made in my life,” he boldly states. “Absolutely. I don’t 
mean to be uppity about that, I just honestly believe it is. I’m proud 
of it, lyrically, sonically, melodically, and it all came out of not even 
trying to make a record. Believe me, this record’s as much of a 
revelation to me as it is to a listener who cares enough to dig in and 
really listen to it. But it’s me, suitin’ up and showin’ up like I always 
do.”
