The ‘Outlaw’ Jesse James

Every nation it would seem needs a Robin Hood and for lots of
Americans this position was filled very nicely by Jesse James. Yet for
some he was a ruthless, cold blooded killer,a member of two of the
most infamous ‘Units’ of the American civil war
Quantrill's and Anderson’s Riders.
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Like lots of his generation the blame for

his life of crime can probably be placed squarely on the American Civil
War, whether there is any truth in the rumour that it was cruel
treatment from Union Soldiers that turned him and his brother Frank to
a life of will never be really known. What is fact is that they both
learned to be cold blooded killers while riding with William Quantrill
and Bloody Bill Anderson.

Off To War

It was in 1861 that Frank joined the fight for the Rebel Cause, it is



uncertain when Jesse actually joined up, but by 1863 he had joined
Quantrill's Raiders. Quantrill apparently was not keen on Jesse and
didn’t want him, but for some reason Bloody Bill Anderson liked the
look of Jesse and took him under his wing Jesse was 16 years old at the
time.

They then
proceeded to FeCUCRLTTN T EOR  murder 200 unarmed
men and boys. There is a doubt about
Jesse’s involvement in these events but he did

brag that he had killed 36 people that day.

On 20 September 1864, Jesse rode with Bloody Bill Anderson
when they committed the Centralia Massacre in Missouri. Robbing an
incoming passenger train, they took 24 unarmed (mostly wounded
Union soldiers who were going home on leave), from the train and shot
them all. A detachment of Union Cavalry chased them from the town
only to be turned on by Anderson’s raiders and they were almost all
killed, Jesse is credited with killing Major AV Johnson, one of the
soldiers from the train.

Jesse was wounded towards the end of the Civil War. The
populist theory being he was shot while trying to surrender. His cousin
Zerelda Mimms nursed him back to health. He was to marry Zerelda
after a nine year courtship, but that’s in the future.

Start of a Life of Crime

Within a year of the war ending. Frank and Jesse are believed to



have pulled off the first daylight bank robbery in
peace time. February 1866 saw them make off
with $60,000 from the Bank of Liberty, Missouri,
this was not far from their home. It was also their
first peace time killing with one man being shot
dead during the raid. It is believed that this
robbery was actually carried out by Frank and
Cole Younger, Jesse didn't join them until
October of that year. However this was to be
the start of a 15 year career, that saw both
Frank and Jesse roaming throughout the
United States robbing trains and banks of
their gold.

March 1867 , saw the three of them trying to rob the Savannah
bank, all three fired at the bank president, but being renowned poor
shots, only one bullet grazed him. Needless to say the job failed.

The next year 1868 saw them in Kentucky, they robbed the
banking house in Russellville. By 1869 they were robbing the bank at
Richmond Missouri, the same year they robbed the Davies’s Saving Bank
at Gallatin, Missouri. Things then went quiet for a while and it wasn't
until 29 April 1872 that a gang of five men one of them Jesse robbed
the bank in Columbia, Kentucky.

There is a little uncertainty about who came up with the idea of
robbing trains but it is generally accepted that Jesse was the brains of
the gang. The first train robbery target was the Chicago and Rock Island
Express near Adair, lowa on 21 July 1873. The train was stopped by
removing a part of the track. Jesse shot and killed the engineer. They
got away with $2000 from the safe and the passengers valuables.
Within two months they robbed the Kansas City fairground and stole
$10,000. The one thing that Jesse hadn't taken into account when
robbing trains, was that the rail companies employed the Famous
Pinkerton Detective Agency and they wasted no time in getting after
them. Detective J W Whicher was killed while pursuing the James
brothers Pinkerton’s responded by sending more detectives after them.



31 January 1874 saw the gang robbing the Iron Mountain
Railroad in Wayne County Missouri. While hiding out from this robbery
in Roscoe Missouri, the Pinkertons caught John and Jim Younger.
During the arrest, shots were fired and John Younger was shot and
killed by Captain Louis J Lull.

25 January 1875 saw the Pinkertons laying siege to the Samuel’s
home (Jesse’s mother.) Sometime during the fire fight a device believed
to be a smoke bomb or something similar was thrown into the building
it hit Jesse’s mother causing her to lose most of her right arm his 9 year
old half brother Archie was killed. Jesse and Frank escaped.

Jesse married his cousin Zerelda three
months after the seige, she always knew he was an
outlaw, they were to have two children Mary and
Jesse. Frank also took himself a wife at about the
same time he eloped with Annie Ralston, the first
her father knew was when a posse turned up at there home looking for
Frank.

Northfield Robbery
Strangely these events were to herald a disastrous time for the
gang the next year they attempted what was to become
known as the Northfield Robbery. During this bungled
robbery most of the James gang were to lose their
lives. What exactly aroused the suspicions of the
towns folk will probably never be known, but as the
James Gang rode into town several

concerned citizens warned the sheriff.
Towns folk in most of the towns that
had been previously robbed tended to
stay indoors while the robbery was
being carried out. Northfield was very different.
When the James gang rode up and down the
street firing shots to frighten people to stay
indoors. The towns folk did the opposite they




went and got their guns and came out
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despite Jesse shooting one of them dead.
- The owner of a nearby Hardware store
shot and killed gang member William
Stiles, a medical student named Henry
Wheeler shot and killed Clel Miller, he also
wounded Bob Younger. The rest of the
gang rode away with out getting a dime.

Hundreds of volunteers joined posses

to go after the gang, Stiles knew the
territory but he was dead, the gang was
also short of horses, two men had to ride
double. They were finally cornered at Medalia, Minnesota. They
managed to shoot their way out, but another gang member was killed
and three more wounded. Jesse and Frank made good their escape.
The rest were captured and sentenced to life imprisonment at Stillwater
State Penitentiary. There was to be no rest for Frank or Jesse they had to
keep on the move and during the next three years they worked in
Tennessee, California and Colorado. For a while Jesse worked on gold
mine in California Gulch, Colorado with Frank and the Ford brothers.

October 1879 saw the James gang spring back to life. Once more
they were robbing trains, They robbed the Chicago and Alton Train and
in 1881 they robbed four more, the last one at Glendale, Missouri.
However things didn’t go all there way and two more members of the
gang were captured and that was the last anyone heard of the James

gang.

Death of Jesse James?

Jesse James was reported shot dead on 3rd
April 1882 by Bob Ford, at the time Jesse was living
under the assumed name of Howard. However like all
great historic figures there were many who believed
that it wasn't Jesse that had died that day but




another crook named Bigelow. Reports had Jesse living in Guthrie,
Oklahoma as late as 1948. Recent advances in medical science have

proved that it is Jesse James buried in the family plot.
Zerelda and their two children Jesse Edwards

and Mary. He attended church but didn't

&2 work. During 1882 Jesse wanted to buy a
small farm in Nebraska but was short of cash.
He decided to rob the Platte City Bank, needing help he recruited two
brothers Bob and Charlie Ford, they posed as cousins of Jesse’s but
weren't actually related. Unfortunately for Jesse there was a $10,000
reward on his head dead or alive this was to prove to appealing to Bob
and Charlie so going to his house at 1318 Lafayette Street St.Joseph,
they waited until Zerelda had gone upstairs and Jesse had stood on a
chair to straighten a picture. Bob Ford shot Jesse in the back of the
head. After his death Jesse’s mother sold of his guns

and gun belt at auction for $15. Over the years she :

sold hundreds of more guns claiming them to be

Jesse’s.

How did he get there, well Jesse rented a
house at 1318 Lafayette St, with his wife

On hearing of Jesse’s death, Frank surrendered himself to the
law he was somehow acquitted of all crimes.

The Ford brothers instead of getting a reward were
charged with murder and were sentenced to hang,
but were later pardoned by Governor Tom
Crittenden. Two years later Charlie committed
suicide. Bob who became immortalised in song as
the dirty little coward who shot Mr. Howard was
killed in a bar room brawl in Creede, Colorado in
1892. That should be where the story ends but 100
years later and after a career of crime that lasted just 16 years.
Jesse James is more famous now than he ever was. Countless books,
films and songs have ensured that this latter day Robin Hood will live on
in the memories of people all over the world.

Asleep At The Wheel are reported to have done a movie about Bob Wills.
Titled A Ride With Bob: From Austin to Tulsa, will debut in Austin, Texas on
March 3rd, and is a musical based on the life of Bob Wills. The musical was
co-written by Asleep At The Wheel's Ray Benson and will commemorate the
100th anniversary of Wills’ birth on March 6 and will include performances of
nearly a dozen songs. Benson's band Asleep at the Wheel will hold mini-
concerts after each performance. Wills was inducted into the Country Music
Hall of Fame in 1968 and died in 1975.

STORY BEHIND THE SONG

According to Cindy Walker, the idea for Bob Wills 1948 hit song, Bubbles In My Beer,
came from Tommy Duncan.

Walker commented, 'l was just thinking about the fact that | hadn't written anything
that day when the phone rang and Tommy Duncan was on the other end.He told me
he had a great song title for me. | asked him what it was and he took a deep breath
and said,

watching the bubbles in my beer.

The idea didn't hit me at all and | asked him if he was kidding. He assured me that
he wasn't kidding so | asked him what he had in mind. He told me, well, this guy
is sitting in a bar room all alone-he's not talking to anyone-but he's thinking about
someone or

something from the past-he's just sitting there watching the bubbles in his beer.'

Cindy added, 'then the idea made sense to me and | immediately sat down and
starting putting the song on paper.’

Bob Wills recording of Bubbles In My Beer made the country music charts January
31st, 1948 and peaked at # four. It was Will's 18th chart single and was on the charts
for 17 weeks.
